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    INTERMENTS AND DISINTERNMENTS

1. The deed for the plot in which the interment is taking place must be presented to the Authorities.

2. No deed shall be issued nor any memorial placed on any plot not paid for in full. No interments may be made in any plot for which payment is not up to date.

3. No re-sale or transfer of any plot shall be permitted except to the Association by the plot holder or his legal representative.

4. No plot owner may permit burials in his plot for remuneration or without the consent of the Association.
5. All arrangements for burial or purchase of interment privileges made by a plot holder through a funeral director or other agent shall be binding on said plot holder.

6. The Association shall not be responsible for any order given by telephone or any mistake occurring from the lack of proper instructions as to the size of the casket, the particular grave location where interment is to be made. The Association reserves the right to make an equitable charge whenever additional labor costs result from such mistakes.
7. No grave shall be dug except by employees or contractors of the Association. The Association reserves the right to temporarily place earth on an adjoining plot when a grave is being opened.

8. The Association shall be in no way liable for any delay in the interment of a body where a protest to the interment has been made, or where these rules and regulations forbid such interment.

9. The Association shall not be liable for the burial permit, or responsible for the accuracy of the data contained in the permit, or for the identity of the person interred.

10. All burials’ must be within a concrete box or vault, except for cremains.
11. All funerals, on reaching the Cemetery shall be under the supervision of the Association.

12. The Association shall exercise due caution in making a disinterment and removal, but they shall assume no liability for the damage of any casket or burial case incurred in making the disinterment.

13. All interments and disinterments subject to these rules and regulations shall also be subject to the orders and laws of the properly constituted authorities of Washington Township, the County of Morris, and the State of New Jersey relating to the same.
14. No interments or disinterments shall be permitted on Sundays, or on any of the following holidays: New Year’s Day, Easter, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day and such other days as the Association may designate. The only deviation from this rule is by Order of the Board of Health.

15. The right is reserved by the Association to insist upon at least two days notice before any interment, and at least one week’s notice prior to any disinterment. Special considerations to this rule would apply when a religious belief or tradition requires burial within twenty-four hours.

16. A written order from the plot owner or legal representative giving the name, age, place of birth, marital status, place and cause of death, and last known residence of every person interred, shall be filed with the Association at the time of the interment, together with the name and address of the person now holding the deed to the plot.

17. Not more than one body shall be interred in any grave with the exception of Cremains. Two Cremains may be interred in addition to one body.
Instructions to Plot Holders

1. No coping, curbing, fencing, hedging, borders, or enclosures of any kind shall be allowed around the perimeter of the plot. The Association reserves the right to remove them without prior notice.
2. If the deed for the lot or grave has been lost or mislaid, an affidavit sworn-to before a Notary Public must be presented in which the person claiming rights to interment privileges identifies himself, establishes his rights to that plot, and states that no other party has prior or equal rights to that plot.

3. All grading, landscaping work and improvements of any kind, and all care of plots, shall be done through the Association and those designated to perform such work. 

4. All financial maintenance costs incurred by the Association will be covered by the funds allotted to the Maintenance and Preservation Fund and/or Perpetual Care Fund.

5. Persons will be allowed within the Cemetery property during daylight hours only.

6. Children under seventeen years of age are not permitted within the Cemetery unless accompanied by a parent or other responsible adult to oversee their activities.
7. No use of Cemetery grounds for recreational activities, such as: rollerblading, skate-boarding, sleigh-riding, or bicycling is permitted.

8. No hunting or passing through the Cemetery grounds for the purpose of hunting on neighboring grounds will be permitted.

9. The Association shall prosecute any person who damages or destroys Cemetery property.

10. Domestic animals shall not be allowed in the Cemetery or in any buildings of the Cemetery, except those assisting the disabled.
Service Charges and Payments
1. The Association shall have the right to fix a charge and time of payment for each interment, disinterment, plot transferred or returned, and for the performance of any other service rendered by the Cemetery. All work in connection with such service shall be subject to the determination and supervision of the Association.

Loss or Damage

1. The Association disclaims all responsibility for loss or damage from causes beyond their control, and especially from damage by an act of God, the elements, earthquakes, war, riots, order of any civil or military authority, thieves, vandals, unavoidable accidents or any cause beyond the control of the Association, whether the damage be direct or collateral. In the event it becomes necessary to reconstruct or repair any section or plot including graves damaged by such causes, the Association shall give a ten day written notice of the necessity for such repair to the plot holder of record. The notice shall be by United States Postal Service to the address of the plot holder of record. 

2. In the event the plot holder fails to repair the damage within a reasonable time the Association may proceed with repairs and charge the plot holder of record.

Plot Holder’s Change of Address

1. It shall be the responsibility of the plot holder to notify the Association of any change in their mailing address. Notice sent to a plot holder at the last known address in the Cemetery records shall be considered sufficient and proper legal notification.

Monuments and Marker Dealers

1. The Association will prepare all foundations and fix charges for them. Currently the charge is $0.65 per square inch plus $20 or 10% whichever is higher. This is the Maintenance and Preservation charge required by the State of New Jersey.
2. The location and position in which a memorial is to be placed or erected on a plot shall be entirely subject to the approval and under the supervision of the Association.
3. Only one central or family monument shall be permitted on a plot. The length of the base shall not exceed 30 inches on a single plot.
4. Workers engaged in placing or erecting monuments or other structures are prohibited from scattering their material over adjoining plots, or from blocking roads or walks, or from leaving their material on the grounds longer than is absolutely necessary.

5. Monument Dealers must have a Cemetery work-order filled out in full.
6. No monument may be erected until the foundation charge has been paid to the Cemetery.

7. Monument inscriptions and designs must be approved by the Association before the monument is constructed. All inscriptions and designs must meet standards deemed appropriate by the Association.

Right to Replat
The following rights and privileges are hereby expressly reserved to the Association to be exercised for the care of, preservation of, or preparation for the disposal or interment of human remains or other purpose:
1. To resurvey, enlarge, diminish, replat, alter, in shape or size, or otherwise to change all or any part or portion of the Cemetery.

2. To lay-out, establish, close, eliminate, or otherwise modify or change, the location of roads, walks, walls, or drives, provide ingress and egress to and from any plot is preserved or is allocated to the plot holder.

3. Easements and rights-of-way over and through cemetery property for the purpose of installing, maintaining and operating, pipe lines, conduits or drains for sprinklers, drainage, electric or communication lines or for any other purpose.
Floral Regulations
1. No vines, shrubbery, trees or ground covers of any kind will be allowed on the plot. The Association reserves the right without prior notice, to remove same if so erected, planted or placed.
2. All flower beds shall be no more than twelve inches from the front and side of the monument and within the existing plot boundaries or boundaries of other plots belonging to the same owner. The Association shall not be liable for flowers not planted in flower beds.
3. The Association shall have the authority to remove all funeral flowers and designs as soon as, in the judgment of the caretaker, they become unsightly. Floral frames and/or containers, when removed from the plot, unless called for within five days by the person entitled to them, will be disposed of by the Association in an appropriate manner.
4. Glass containers are prohibited at all times. The Association reserves the right to remove them, if so placed.
5. The right is reserved to regulate the method of decoration of plots so that uniform beauty is maintained. The use of boxes, shells, toys, metal designs, ornaments, artificial decorations, vases, glass or crockery jars, plastic planters, containers, wood or metal cases, etc., is not permitted on any plot and such articles will be removed by the Association.
6. Plot Holders are allowed one vigil light, which must be centered in front of the monument, with the bottom of the light no greater than three inches above the ground. The Association reserves the right to remove and dispose of unsightly or broken lights.
In General
1. The statement of any Trustee of the Association shall not be binding upon the Association except as such statement coincides with the document conveying the right of interment and these rules and regulations.

2. The Association reserves the right, without notice, to make temporary exceptions, suspensions, or modifications in any of these rules and regulations when in their judgment it is appropriate.

3. In all matters not specifically covered by these rules and regulations the Association reserves the right to act in which in their judgment is deemed reasonable under the circumstances and such decision shall be binding upon the plot holder and all parties concerned.

4. The Association reserves the right, at any time, to change, amend, alter, repeal, rescind, or add to these rules and regulations or any part thereof, or to adopt any new rule or regulations with respect to said Cemetery or anything pertaining thereto.

5. New or changed rules will be publicly posted for thirty days prior to their adoption and such notice shall be considered complete and sufficient announcement of the change.
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
